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Veteran’s Benefits
Certification Procedure
(Update to page 49)

Official transcripts of all previous university credits must be on file and
evaluated toward a specific degree objective before the enrollment can be
certified. Only courses that are required for the selected degree objective
will be certified for benefits. All students applying for veteran’s benefits
must complete the University of the Incarnate Word request form for VA
enrollment certification each semester. This form may be obtained from the
VA Coordinator. Enroliment will be certified following registration for
each semester. After initially registering for courses, it is the student’s
responsibility to notify the VA Coordinator of any subsequent change in
registration.

For certification purposes, graduate students are considered full-time when
they enroll in six hours during the first mini-term and six hours during the
second mini-term of a full 16-week semester.
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DEGREE REQUIREMENTS
Institutional Requirements for the Baccalaureate Degree
(Update to page 67)

Change: Reduction of hours required for the degree (requirement #1)
and reduction of hours completed in residence (requirement
#3)

Effective: Immediately

1. Completion of a minimum of 120 hours of course credit, with a
minimum GPA of 2.0.

2. Completion of a minimum of 36 semester hours of credit in upper
division courses (3000 level and above).

3. Completion of a minimum of 45 semester hours of course work at

the University of the Incarnate Word. Of these, 12 semester hours
must be in upper division courses in the major field.

BIOL 1403, Evolution, Ecology, and Biodiversity

Students must enroll in both the lecture and a laboratory section.
Prerequisite; MATH 1304 or higher content level. Fee. (Fall, Spring)
