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Why study abroad? 

Benefits of studying abroad include… 

Experiential Learning 
Students are introduced to new experiences, meet new people and access materials that aren’t 
available on campus. On a program led by business faculty member, students visit 
corporations, meet with industry leaders and engage in design projects. A fine arts class may be 
primarily conducted in museums, archives or backstage at a national theater. 

Career Prospects 
Numerous studies demonstrate that study abroad participants have higher graduation rates and 
better placement into graduate school and the job market. Students interning with an overseas 
organization distinguish themselves; just 1% of the U.S. university population has this experience 
at the time of graduation. 

Learning a New Way of Life 
Traveling as a student comes with different expectations than tourism. Students become 
immersed in their surroundings, learn new languages, the local history and politics of a region 
and its people’s values, beliefs and cultures. Exposure to all these areas means students 
develop intercultural competency: the ability to communicate with people of other cultures. 

Becoming a Global Citizen 
Returning students demonstrate an increased ability to articulate their experiences. They learn 
what it takes to show empathy and compassion for others. Students learn to work 
independently and gain resilience through the process of cultural adaptation. Our students 
learn what it means to be a global citizen and a global leader.

Step 2: Students meet with their Academic Advisor to determine when to

❑ Determine best term(s) for the student to go abroad 
 Discuss remaining degree requirements and program restrictions 

 

❑ Identify courses your student should set aside for study 
abroad and courses that they should take prior to and after 
their study abroad program 

 Consider the student’s overall academic plan for their time abroad. Glance at their 
degree audit. Do their proposed courses keep them on track for graduation?

Notes 
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Academic Protocol 

Students who enter UIW as freshmen must have successfully completed a minimum of 12 
credit hours to be eligible to study abroad. 

Transfer students must have successfully completed a minimum of 12 credit hours to be 
eligible to study abroad. Students must be enrolled at UIW while participating in the study 
abroad program. 

Students may submit a petition for an exemption from these policies if there are compelling 
academic and intellectual reasons. Students should contact the Study Abroad Coordinator to 
discuss petitioning. All exemptions are on a case by case basis. The International Affairs Office 
reserves the right to deny a student's exemption request. 
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My student is applying to study 
abroad… What is my role? 

❑ Complete and sign the Request to Study 
Abroad form with the student. 

 Work with your student to determine course equivalencies at the student’s abroad 
institution. The Study Abroad Coordinator will send you the course descriptions 
available once the student’s application is processed. 

 If the student will be taking a course from a different department, have the student 
contact the appropriate department chair to make sure equivalencies are approved.

 Enrollment: Student loans require at least half-time enrollment

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Straight Exchange 
A straight exchange denotes a partner institution with which UIW has a bilateral exchange 
agreement, meaning, the partner does not charge us for tuition. Thus, the student can use their 
UIW sponsored aid. 

 

Non-Straight Exchange 
A non-straight exchange institution invoices UIW for tuition; a student cannot use their sponsored 
aid because it is soft money and we need hard money to be able to pay the tuition invoice from 
the partner institution. (i.e. John Cabot University-Italy, American University of Paris-France, 
University of The Arts London-United Kingdom, Mary Immaculate College-Ireland).
